Submission Categories
HANDS-ON or PRACTITIONER SESSION (1-4 presenters suggested) (60 minutes): Presenters will engage attendees in curriculum and instructional activities to be implemented with students. These are generally workshops and demonstrations. Audience participation is encouraged. These sessions can also be designed to promote a variety of discussions (e.g., early childhood, primary, and secondary curricula and programs; early childhood, primary, and secondary teacher education and support; education policies and practices; higher education leadership; student engagement, etc.). About 300 to 500 words.

Reviewers will be looking for descriptions of the
- purpose and objectives
- educational theory or conceptual framework or approach
- intended audience
- activities for participant engagement (e.g. group discussions, hands-on exercises, simulations, and role-playing)
- application to educational setting
- intended outcomes
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ROUNDTABLE SESSION (1-2 facilitators) (45 minutes): Facilitators will lead a small group in conversations around a particular topic. All participants in a roundtable will have the opportunity to share their ideas and opinions. Participants will be asked to read or watch a piece in advance to be ready for discussion. About 300 to 500 words.

Reviewers will be looking for descriptions of the
- topic(s) to be discussed
- expectations of what to read or watch to prepare for the roundtable
- types of insights and perspectives that will be invited
- example questions that will be posed to the participants such as asking about the future of education, emerging trends in education, biggest challenges, well being of learners, etc.

SCHOLARLY RESEARCH SESSION (1-4 presenters suggested) (30 minutes): Presenters will share research findings related to education in the Asia-Pacific. Research in progress are welcome also. Emphasis should be placed on findings that can lead towards practical change in K-20 educational settings, both formal and informal. About 700 to 1000 words.

- background
- methodology
- data analysis
- results
- findings

English is the primary language of the conference to support intercultural sharing. Proposals are primarily expected to be in English. Research and hands-on/practitioner are welcome to be presented in Hawaiian. We will ask that you present again in English in an additional session for our wider audience.
